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This week we have been learning all about snails. 

We have learnt that snails travel around on a giant 

foot which ripples to help the snail move along the 

ground and that they leave a silvery slime trail 

behind them.  

During carpet time the Brambles have asked lots of 

fantastic questions such as, can a snail survive when 

its shell is broken? Can a snail move on ice? What do 

snails eat? Can they slither through dirt? And can 

they move if they don’t have slime? 

We have enjoyed finding out the answers together 

using a variety of books and a computer. 

We continue to explore our mark making skills in the 

art area by creating our own snails by drawing their 

swirly shells and then collaging them. We took lots 

of inspiration from Henri Matisse artwork “The 

Snail” 

In the garden we have been using our fine motor 

skills to give our snails swirly shells using tweezers 

and bright coloured pom poms.
