Please note, the in-person and online

incentives like medals and certificates
are only available via the library, for

Reading Agency, is delivered in partnership with

public libraries and funded by Arts Council England.

The Challenge encourages children aged 4 to 11 to

enjoy the benefits of reading for pleasure over the

summer holidays, providing lots of fun as well as

helping to prevent the summer reading ‘dip’. Each

year the Challenge motivates over 700,000 children

to keep reading to build their skills and confidence.
