If a
child fails to attend regularly at the school, his/her parent is guilty of an offence under Section 444 of the Education
Act 1996.

Confirmation of medical / dental appointments may also be requested. Further information will be sent home in
September.

So far almost 800 people from across Cambridgeshire have signed the petition with South East Cambridgeshire
(nearly 300 signatures) and Cambridge (more than 220) leading the way. Cambridgeshire is one of the worst funded
education authorities in England. The County receives £400 less per child than the average funded authority and
£1600 less per child than Westminster.
